Our service reflects 
this interest as we co-coordinate the 
One Flesh Marriage Conferences, 
the Family Camp, and served as 
aux i l i a ry  s t a f f  fo r  Teen  
Camp.  Karen had the privilege of 
coordinating the CES Midwest 
Women’s Conference with her 
sister, Kathy Lunardini, and Karen 
Anne Graeser. 
      
      Jesus Christ is the ultimate 
"family man" and it's a joy to be 
yoked together with him and you as 
our ministry continues to take root 
and grow. 
 
      For six years I (Karen) have 
worked for a peer education 
abstinence organization that teaches 
teens in public and private schools 
the benefits of abstaining from 
drugs, alcohol, and sexual activity. I 
am often heartbroken to hear the 
personal stories of some of our peer 
educators who had engaged in sex 
while young teens. Young girls 
were often trying to hang onto a 
boyfriend, while young boys were 
trying to get their first experiences 
“out of the way” so they could have 
something to brag about to their 
male friends. Both groups learned 
the hard way that sexual intimacy is 
complex and that sex changes a 
relationship in a profound way. As 
one of my peer educators told me, 
“When I had sex for the first time I 
was surprised that it wasn’t at all 
like what I had seen on TV.”   
 

She went on to share that she 
and her boyfriend had been best 
friends for years. Once they started 
having sex, the stress of 
wondering each month if 
she was pregnant began 
to wear on both of them. 
She also began to get 
jealous when her 
boyfriend talked to other 
girls. When they finally 
b r o k e  u p ,  t h e y 
discovered    that they 
were uncomfortable 
talking to each other and 
couldn’t even muster a 
“hello” when they passed in the 
school hallways. This young lady, a 
Christian, was only fifteen at the 
time. 

 
      Yes, sex changes relationships. 
God’s gift of sexual intimacy was 
intended to be the bonding “glue” 
between a married man and woman. 
With the help of the media, our 
culture portrays sexual activity 
outside of marriage as the norm, 
and our children are inundated with 
thousands of sexual images on 
billboards, the Internet, movies, and 
television. Our enemy, Satan, has a 
vested interest in denigrating sexual 
intimacy. Think about curse words 
most commonly used in our culture. 
Most are sexual references that 
degrade the holiness and blessing 
our heavenly Father intended sexual 
intimacy to bring to a marriage. Sex 
becomes forbidden and “dirty,” a 
curse rather than a blessing.  

 
      In the past few years, we have 
watched the “gay agenda” impact 
our public schools and the Christian 
church at large. At the same time 
we have become aware that there is 
a great deal of misinformation 
being disseminated on the topic of 
homosexuality. As a member of my 
public school’s “Health Advisory 
Board,” I fought the myth that ten 
percent of our population is gay. 

Census information and numerous 
other studies reveal only one to 
three percent of our population 

identify themselves as 
h o m o s e x u a l  i n  
orientation. Gay activists 
want homosexuality to 
be viewed and taught as 
normal, and to be a part 
of every public school 
s e x  e d u c a t i o n 
curriculum. McWhirter 
and Mattison, noted gay 
researchers, published a 
study in 1984 that looked 
at 165 “good” gay 

relationships. None were able to 
maintain sexual monogamy for 
more than five years.  
 
      How do we as Christians 
positively impact what the Church 
and public educational institutions 
t each  regard ing  same - sex 
attractions while also reaching out 
with Christ’s love to the 
homosexual and lesbian?  Scripture 
teaches that homosexuality is a 
deviation from God’s creation plan 
and design. The Word also teaches 
that God loves those who struggle 
in sin, and  that He is able to deliver 
all who come to Him through Jesus 
Christ. It is wise to be mindful that 
our Jesus showed great compassion 
for people caught in sexual 
immorality; it was the religious 
hypocrites that he dealt with most 
harshly. Our own experience in 
working with those who struggle 
with issues of homosexuality or 
lesbianism is that they have 
suffered deep woundings that led to 
their embracement of a same-sex 
attraction. It is estimated that 
approximately one-third of those 
who struggle with same sex 
attractions have been sexually 
abused as children. Unresolved 
emotional and physical woundings 
can lead to homosexual orientation. 
We are mindful of Proverbs 27:7: 
“He who is full loathes honey, but 
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      W e  a r e 
committed to the 
"family" aspects of 
the ministry.  Our 
service reflects this 
interest as we co-
coordinate the One 
Flesh Marriage 
Conferences, and 
the Family Camp. 
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to the hungry even what is bitter 
tastes sweet.” 
       
      As Christians, we are called to 
be salt and light to a dying world. 
The sin of homosexuality causes 
enslavement and ultimately 
loneliness, but our God is certainly 
able to deliver. Many have left the 
gay lifestyle after recommitting 
themselves to Jesus Christ. Too 
often, however, Christians are quick 
t o  c o n d e m n  t h e  s i n  o f  
homosexuality without reaching out 
to the hurting individual enslaved in 
this false lifestyle. God exhorts us 
in Jeremiah 15:19: “... if you extract 
the precious from the worthless, 
y o u  w i l l  b e c o m e  m y 
spokesman”  (NASB). 
 
      Part of the gay agenda is to 
promote the idea that there is 
scientific evidence that proves 
sexual orientation is genetically 
predetermined. Why would this be 
important?  If your genes determine 
homosexuality, then your sexual 
orientation is determined 
when you are born. This 
r e m o v e s  p e r s o n a l 
accountability but, more 
importantly, makes God’s 
Word a mockery. After all, 
how could homosexuality be a 
sin if you are born that way?  
If God said that having 
freckles were a sin, how could 
you repent and change your 
skin type?  You couldn’t. As 
history has shown, true 
science proves God’s Word. 
Clearly the “science” that 
promotes the lies of the 
Adversary is “junk science.” 
For instance, Simon LaVay, 
who describes himself as 
homosexual in orientation, was the 
author of one of these studies that 
purportedly established that sexual 
orientation is biological. What is 
not commonly known is that his 
study has not been able to be 
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duplicated with the same results. M. 
Bailey, one of the most prominent 
researchers in the area of 
genetically determined sexual 
orientation, also admits that his 
studies result in inconsistent results. 
Homosexuality is not genetically 
predetermined, or God could not 
call it sin and ask people to stop it.       
 
      Great strides in helping people 
who have same-sex attractions have 
been made in psychotherapy and 
counseling. Joseph Nicolosi, Ph.D., 
a clinical psychologist, is the 
president of the National 
Association for Research and 
Therapy of Homosexuality. His 
practice is dedicated to the 
treatment of homosexuals who 
desire to change their orientation. 
He is the author of several books 
including Healing Homosexuality: 
Case Stories of Reparative Therapy. 
Dr. Nicolosi notes that, at its root, 
homosexuality is not a sexual 
problem – it is a gender-identity 
problem. Normal stages of 

e m o t i o n a l 
development have 
been interrupted, 
and this can lead to 
same sex bonding 
in order to attain 
affirmation. These 
relationships tend 
to implode, leaving 
the homosexual 
hurt and confused.  
       
      Furthermore, 
Nicolosi states that 
there is no such 
t h i n g  a s  a  
homosexual, but 
only heterosexuals 

that have a homosexual problem. 
This may sound like splitting hairs, 
but it actually opens the door for the 
dissatisfied homosexual oriented 
person to change, because such 
people can begin viewing 
themselves as fundamentally 

heterosexual. This approach has had 
a great deal of success. If one 
understands that the problem is one 
of gender-identity, then treatment is 
possible. And yes, even prevention. 
If you would like more information 
about Dr. Nicolosi’s work, check 
his website at www.narth.com. He 
is also one of the featured speakers 
at the Focus on the Family 
workshops on homosexuality called 
“Love Won Out,” which are about 
addressing, understanding, and 
preventing homosexuality. The 
workshop is filled with personal 
testimonies by those who 
successfully left the homosexual 
lifestyle, as well as helpful 
information on countering the gay 
agenda in your communities and 
schools. We highly recommend this 
conference for every pastor and 
youth director.

      P.S. CES published the 
following item in the July/August

      A recent study now provides 
scientific evidence that "some gays 
can go straight if they really want 
to." The Associated Press reported 
that Dr. Robert L. Spitzer, a 
psychiatry professor at Columbia 
University, released study results 
indicating that "a percentage of 
highly motivated gay people can 
change their sexual orientation."  
 
      "The research shows some 
people can change from gay to 
straight, and we ought to 
acknowledge that,'' said Spitzer 
May 9 in New Orleans at a meeting 
of the American Psychiatric

proceeded step by step until over 
100 of us were assembled over the 
weekend of April 11-13 to praise 
our God and our Lord. 
 
      Karen Anne and I have been 
thinking about the importance of 
worship more and more over the 
past few years, to the point that we 
have realized its central importance 
for our individual lives, our 
marriage and family, and the 
ministry of CES. We come from a 
teaching background, and therefore 
it’s easy to think that the greatest 
thing we can do at our events is to 
teach the Word. However, upon 
further reflection, we have realized 
that the teaching of the Word, 
though vital and integral to 
everything we do, is not of greater 
significance to the life of the church 
than worship.   
 
      We are called to be a 
worshiping community, and to love 
God with all our collective heart, 
soul, mind, and strength (the first 
commandment, which we obey both

Association (APA). He also plans 
to submit his work to a psychiatric 
journal for publication.  
 
      It was Spitzer who spearheaded 
the APA's 1973 decision to remove 
homosexuality from its list of 
mental disorders. At the time, he 
said homosexuality does not meet 
the criteria for a mental disorder, 
and he called for more research to 
determine whether some people can 
change their sexuality. 
 
      We wonder, now that he has 
evidence that gays can go straight, 
if they are motivated to do so, will 
h e  r e c o m m e n d  r e l i s t i n g 
homosexuality as a mental 
“disorder”?  

as individuals and as churches). The 
teaching of the Word should inspire 
and sustain worship, by grounding 
us in the truth of God’s goodness 
and love. As John 4:23 and 24 say, 
true worshipers must worship in 
spirit and truth.  
 
      We were looking forward to a 
time where we could really practice 
the priority of worship at one of our 
events, and to unapologetically say 
that the greatest thing about each 
session would be the worship.  
 
      This was a great conference for 
our musicians, many of whom got 
to meet each other for the first time. 
We had originally hoped to start the 
conference on Thursday 
evening, but it became 
evident that  the 
musicians would need 
more practice time 
before they would feel 
comfortable with the 
musical demands of the 
weekend. But by the 
time we started on 
Friday night, they 
sounded great and like 
they had been working 
together for months 
(admittedly I may not 
have a trained ear here, but they 
sure sounded good to me!). 
 
      Karen Anne opened the 
conference with a sharing on 
“Drawing Closer to God through 
Worship.” She shared that worship 
does not simply come through 
music but can take on many forms. 
She stated that worship is a 
connection and a surrender to the 
Lord that invokes a response on our 
part and therefore a connection with 
the Lord that involves our whole 
person. It is not simply an act on 
our part that has to look a certain 
way, it is a connection that involves 
our whole heart, soul, mind, and 
strength.  

      Kimmie Pate and her group 
from The Praise and Worship 
Fellowship of Dallas led us in 
worship on Saturday morning, 
lifting up the Lord Jesus and 
directing us to exalt in praise the 
one God exalted to His right hand.  
 
      Dave Carlson shared on “The 
Power of Music to Affect Our 
Moods.” He talked honestly about 
how he had allowed ungodly lyrics 
of much popular music to affect 
him, and encouraged the worshipers 
to be careful about what music they 
allow into their hearts. In a 
discussion time following Dave’s 
teaching, I clarified that there is 
nothing inherently devilish about 

any form of music, but 
what makes it devilish is 
the intention of the 
musician and the meaning 
that he puts into the 
musical form (a possible 
exception to this would be 
music that is hypnotic and 
used of demons to possess 
people). Martin Luther 
scandalized the German 
public when he adapted a 
beer drinking melody and 
attached to it the lyrics of 
“A Might Fortress is our 

God.” Rock ‘n roll and rap music, 
though often attacked by 
conservative Christians, are 
powerful musical forms that can be 
used for good or evil.  
 
      Eddie DeBruhl reminded the 
group that before Chuck Berry was 
busting out rock n’ roll tunes, 
Christian Jerry Lee Lewis got 
himself kicked out of Bible College 
for his innovative musicianship 
playing music that rocked. As we 
discussed this subject, we wondered 
if God gave the idea of a new 
musical form to the Christian 
community first, but when it was 
rejected the Devil took it for his 
purposes. 

       I clarified that 
there is nothing 
inherently devilish 
about any form of 
music, but what 
makes it devilish is 
the intention of the 
musician and the 
meaning that he 
puts into the 
musical form.

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      Saturday afternoon we had all 
kinds of workshops available, in 
part because the sessions were full 
of worship and not so full of 
teaching. I did a workshop on 
“Worship Forms and Styles” for 
those who wanted to get an 
overview of the topic, 
followed by a workshop on 
“Contemplative Worship.” 
The latter was a “guided 
meditation,” using biblical 
images and ideas, as well as 
drawing from some of the 
d i s c i p l i n e s  o f  t h e  
contemplative traditions 
within Christianity and a few 
elements from Eastern 
religion. An hour went by 
like minutes, and a peace that 
passed understanding settled into 
our hearts and the hotel room  
jammed with over 30 people. I was 
encouraged to make a tape of the 
meditation, and one person made 
notes of the session so perhaps I can 
produce something that would be a 
blessing and a guide to a deeper 
prayer experience. 
 
      Saturday night was an open mic 
experience, as people brought their 
offerings of music, drama, and 
dance before the Body. Closing the 
night, the musicians got on stage 
and began to jam—“The Jesus Jam” 
we called it, and it went on for 
probably 45 minutes. Musicians and 
vocalists took turns leading out and 
letting the spirit of God stir them to 
various expressions of response to 
God’s goodness. It was a magical 
time, and one not soon to be 
repeated or forgotten. In the midst 
of the activities, Susan Resner, who 
had a birthday that day, shared on 
“The Heart of a Praiser.” 
 
      Sunday morning, we had a final 
and wonderful time of worship, and 
I closed with some final thoughts 
and a few video clips. One clip was 
of Abraham, who the Bible says 

went with his son Isaac to Mt 
Moriah “to worship.” He believed 
that both he and Isaac would return 
from the mountain, that God would 
raise Isaac from the dead. Seeing 
his act of devotion of sacrificing 

Isaac as an act of 
worship was deeply 
moving.  
 
      The other video 
clip was of David 
disrobing to his 
underwear when he 
danced before the 
ark of the covenant 
when it was 
r e t u r n e d  t o 
Jerusalem. David 
was a wholehearted 
worshiper of the 

true God, and cared nothing for 
what others thought of him.  
 
      We plan to have more worship 
conferences in the future, and to 
consider the times of worship 
during our events as pinnacle 
occasions, and not just a lead in to a 
teaching or another activity. If the 
first commandment is to love God, 
then worship must be considered as 
a time and place to give direct 
expression of that love.

Q. What is your position on 
Christians participating in a war? I 
have been taught that a Christian’s 
first loyalty is to God and Jesus 
Christ, and that a true Christian will 
not support a national war effort or 
become involved in patriotic 
causes, no matter what country he 
or she is a part of. Isn’t there a 
conflict between Jesus’ teaching to 
“love your enemies” and going to 
war with them? 
 

[Compiled from various letters along this line] 
 

A. This is a good and timely 
question, and one that has 
divided Christians for 
centuries. Jesus said 
“ b l e s s e d  a r e  t h e  
peacemakers,” which for 
some rules out warfare. 
While it is true that many 
wars are caused by the 
selfish ambitions of ungodly leaders 
of nations, history shows that some 
wars are fought for righteous 
causes. Even strong pacifists 
acknowledge the good that came 
out of WWII, and the need to defeat 
Hitler’s war machine by superior 
military might. 

 
Christians are certainly 

supposed to have a higher loyalty 
than to their nations, and this 
loyalty can result in conscientious 
objection to national and state laws. 
Christians have often been in the 
forefront of peaceful civil 
disobedience, as in the case of the 
Civil Rights movement in the U.S. 
in the 60’s. But Christians  have 
also served in the various branches 
of the military, and been ordered to 

fire on other Christians. Certainly, 
this would present a very serious 
conflict for a believer, and one that 
cannot be resolved by simple 
patriotic sentiment. 

 
Christians also need to be aware 

that many wars have been justified 
by national religious propaganda 
that may or may not be justifiable. 
Blind obedience to the State is not 
what God has in mind, we are sure. 

 
However, 1 Peter 2:13 says that 

a Christian is to “submit yourselves 
to every ordinance of man for the 
Lord’s sake” (NRSV). We will 
quote the whole passage in the 
NRSV: 

 
1 Peter 2:13-16 
(13)  For the Lord's sake 
accept the authority of 
every human institution 
whether of the emperor as 
supreme, 
(14)  or of governors, as 
sent by him to punish 

those who do wrong and to praise 
those who do right. 

(15)  For it is God's will that by 
doing right you should silence the 
ignorance of the foolish. 

(16)  As servants of God, live as 
free people, yet do not use your 
freedom as a pretext for evil.  

 
According to this scripture, 

Christians are to be good citizens of 
whatever country they are a part of, 
up to and including participation in 
that government, its military and 
law enforcement agencies. But what 
if the country becomes allied with 
evil forces? It would then be the 
duty of a Christian to work to 
change the institution and separate 
from it only as a last resort. One 
way to guarantee that human 

studies as many of them want it to 
have in their homes. 
  
      On Sunday morning we 
fellowship at the hall of the training 
center and on the afternoon we 
proceeded to the Village of Nueva 
Villa where the CES fellowship 
leaders prepared the government 
space for us to conduct the public 
teachings.

What About Christians 
and War?

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institutions will become the tool of 
evil forces is for Christians to 
refuse to participate in these 
institutions. 

 
Romans 13:1-7 outlines the role 

of civil government in God’s plan. 
Since Genesis 9:6, it is to civil 
government that God has delegated 
the authority for life and death, and 
for the proper punishment of 
evildoers. A very few governments 
have done what God intended and 
run righteous societies. Many more 
have become tools of the Enemy, 
and created a dilemma for those 
believers that live under such 
governments. 

 
Romans 13:4 indicates that in 

God’s ideal  vis ion,  civi l  
government is “the servant of God,” 
shares His moral values, and 
executes His righteous judgment 
upon those who hurt others and are 
destructive.  

 
Romans 13:4b 
“But if you do what is wrong, 

you should be afraid, for the 
authority does not bear the sword in 
vain! It is the servant of God to 
execute wrath on the wrongdoer.”  

 
Ironically, the government 

leader in Rome at the very time 
Paul wrote his epistle was 
notoriously evil, but the Roman 
system of government was one of 
the best that had ever existed to that 
day. In fact, we have adopted many 
aspects of Roman law, which in 
many respects still sets the standard 
for civility and good citizenship.  

 
So Christians have a moral duty 

to be good citizens and to obey the 
laws of the land they live in to the 
fullest extent possible without 
disobeying any other part of God’s 
Word. It cannot be said that 
Christians should not participate in 
war, any more than Christians 
should not participate in law 

enforcement. In fact, Christians 
would be logical participants in 
those areas of endeavor that depend 
on people having a highly 
developed conscience that is able to 
discern good from evil. Even killing 
by Christians is permissible and 
righteous according to God’s Word, 
when done within the legal mandate 
of civil government in accordance 
with the moral and ethical standards 
of God’s Word (see our booklet The 
Death Penalty:  Godly or  
Ungodly?). 

 
But what if a Christian is asked 

to kill someone who is not an 
evildoer, or a person whose guilt 
has not yet been certified? In such 
cases, a Christian should not 
participate in the taking of a life 
outside of legal boundaries (self-
defense is legal). 

 
It is not the case that war cannot 

be an effort toward making peace. 
The truth is, many wars have 
resulted in peace, as in the case of 
WWII. However, war is a means of 
last resort, available to those who 
love peace and want to preserve it. 
Because evildoers threaten peace, 
and oftentimes only respond to 
physical force, war is a legitimate 
way that a righteous government or 
group of nations can achieve peace. 
War is an accommodation to the 
realities of life, and can be 
prompted by love. 

 
Biblical ly,  peacemaking 

involves 5 points on a continuum, 
each one more progressively 
demanded by the reality of evil and 
evildoers.  

 
The first point is one-on-one 

confrontation and conversation. 
This is referred to in Matthew 
18:15. If that fails, then mediation 
is required. The mediator is one 
who acts as a facilitator, to bring 
conflicting parties together to talk 
with each other and resolve their 

differences. That failing, the next 
step is to go to arbitration, where 
the mediator is now acting as an 
authority figure and rendering a 
decision concerning what is an 
equitable way to resolve the conflict 
and bring peace (see 1 Cor. 6:5).  

 
If arbitration fails, parties can 

take each other to court and let the 
court or legal system decide 
between them and make peace that 
way. When all such legal means fail 
between countries, war is the “court 
of last resort” to resolve conflicts 
and bring peace. “There is a time 
for war,” says Ecclesiastes 3:8. 
Though these times are unfortunate 
and result in the loss of innocent 
lives and cause much suffering, the 
alternative is to let evildoers go 
unchecked and cause much worse 
devastation.  

 
In the fallen world of which we 

are a part, war is an occasional 
necessity. That does not mean that 
the Christian should not agonize 
over his or her approval of or 
participation in a war effort. In fact, 
good and sincere Christians in a 
single country may have differences 
of opinion concerning whether a 
nation’s participation in a war effort 
is appropriate and justifiable. This 
should ultimately be a matter of the 
individual Christian conscience, 
educated by the Word of God to 
guide matters of the heart as it 
discerns a righteous response to 
evil. Sometimes that response 
would be to “turn the other cheek.” 
Other times it would be to take up 
arms to defend what needs to be 
defended against the forces of evil. 
Every situation and national agenda 
must be evaluated on its own 
merits.
